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Summary:

This research was in the Narratins of Abu Baker bn Ayyash, Which were highlighted
by the differences in the reasons for ad-Darqutni. I made a brief introduction to Imam
Abu baker bn Ayyash, and to Imam Al-Daraqutni and his book Al-Ilal. Then 1 collected
the hadiths in which Al-Darqutni explained the difference occuming between their narra-
tors to Abu Baker ibn Ayyash, and I considered it preferable. One of the aspects of it,as
Al-Darqutni favortni one of the aspects in most of them by saying, and it is the correct
one, or ot is the preserved one, or the clarifies the correct one by saying in the other way
it is an illusion and the methods of the hadiths that hereferred to came out, then studying
those with whom there was disagreement and the nanators who they narraied from him
then 1 compared the words of ak-Darqutni and the critics who preceded him to arrive at
the more correct opinion extracting the evidence that he relied on in his argumenls and

concluding it with the most important results that | reached theough this research.

Introduction:

As for what follows: It is no secret to anyone that Ad-Daraqutni has a stature among
the nation’s scholars, and one of the sciences in which he excelled and became famous is
the hadith studies. He excelled in its most precise arts, such as the biographical evaluation
and the sciences of the defective tradition, which is the peak of hadith sciences. Ibn Kath-
eer said about him: “The great Guardian, master of this art, and before him for a while
and after him until this time of ours, he was unique in his era, the fabric of his own, and
the imam of his time in the names of men, the art of reasoning and invalidation and rectifi-
cation. He had the book of the defective tradition, in which he clarifies what is right from
what is wrong, and what is continuous from the hurried, what is interrupted and what is
double break tradition, also the Book of Individuals, that no one can understand, let alone
organize, except those who are individual memorizers, critical imams, and distinguished
scholars.”

My love for this great genius, and the sciences of the defective tradition, was the reason
for my choice of this research, and for me to take in this study a group of hadiths related
to Abu Bakr ibn Ayyash, in which Ad-Daraqutni explained the differences that occurred
in their methods, and then he preferred some of them, to find out the reasons and evidence
that made him prefer this method or that.

Thus, this research, which I called “The Narratives of Abu Bakr Ibn Ayyash, which
were criticized by disagreement regarding the reasons for Ad-Daraqutni,” collected in it
the hadiths that were criticized by disagreement on Abu Bakr Ibn Ayyash, and of which
Ad-Daraqutni favored one aspect of them by saying, “And this is the correct one, or it is
the preserved one, or it is the correct one.” I documented the methods of the hadiths that

he referred to, and studied those over whom the dispute arose and the narrators who nar-
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rated from him, then I compared the sayings of Ad-Daraqutni and the critics who preceded
him to arrive at the more correct opinion, extracting the evidence that he relied on in his
interpretations.

My plan for this research included an introduction and two sections:

The first section: I made it an introduction to Imam Abu Bakr Ibn Ayyash and Ad-Da-
raqutni and his book the defection.

The second section: I based it on the narrations of Abu Bakr Ibn Ayyash, which I de-
fected by differing in the defections of Ad-Daraqutni.

Then I concluded the research with the most important results that I reached through

my research, and then mentioned a list of the sources that I relied on in the research.
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Conclusion:

The most prominent results included:

1- Imam Ad-Daraqutni’s accuracy in his hadith rulings, and that these rulings are based
on controls and evidence on which he bases his rulings.

2- The evidence may be apparent in his words during the preponderance of it, including
his saying: “On the authority of Aisha and there is an illusion about it, and the correct
view is on the authority of Abu Hurairah,” and his saying: “Among them are those who
narrated it with a traceable record, and among them were those who narrated it with a un-
traceable record, and the correct view is that it is attributed to Ali,” and his saying: “On
the authority of Al-A’mash from Abu Salih, on the authority of Muawiyah, and there is an
illusion in mentioning Al-A’mash, but it is a hadith of Asim,” and it may be hidden and
not declared, but it appears through study and research.

3- His preponderance may be based on more than one piece of evidence in one hadith,
and this makes his preponderance stronger and more solid.

4- Among the evidences that Ad-Daraqutni used in his arguments are the evidence of
memorization, precision, and mastery, and the evidence of number (the most) or conti-
nuity, which are the most, the increase, and the conduct of seriousness, the presence of a
story in the path that he preferred, and the weakness of the dissenting narrator.

In conclusion, I ask God Almighty to benefit the reader with this research and to make
it sincere for His honorable face. He is the One who has power over it and is capable of
it. May God’s blessings and peace be upon our Master Muhammad and his family and
