The research was divided into
three main sections: geographical
research, philosophy of
geographical research, and
criticism in geographical studies
to gain the conclusions, the
important among their:

1- The science of geography
does not belong to the others
natural, human or formal
sciences. Rather, it is a kind of
bridge between those sciences.
Geographic knowledge need a
special methodology and distinct.
2- The implement of
geographical research needs the
philosophical basis even it is
difficult to apply. However, it can
indicate the cognitive
interdependence of knowledge
and importance of the philosophy

on scientific research.
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3— Serious criticism is not

desirable by researchers despite
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its great importance in developing

geographical research.
