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Conclusion:

Islamic law emphasized self-preservation and considered it one of the five necessities, but
aborting the fetus conflicts with this necessity. Therefore, the ancient jurists mentioned the issue
of aborting a fetus in several chapters, including blood money, compensation, and fairies. They
mentioned the abortion of the fetus from its mother due to intentional harm without intending to
harm the fetus, or because of Violation against him, so Islamic law intended to protect him while
he was in the mother’s womb. Likewise, the law considered aborting the fetus a criminal offense
whose perpetrator would be punished even if the crime was committed by his parents due to the
sanctity of the human soul. Then, in the modern era, modern medical devices appeared that di-
agnose the extent of the health and deformity of the fetus in its mother’s womb. Therefore, they
took Contemporary jurists rule against a deformed fetus discovered with modern medical devices
Which diagnoses the extent of the health and deformity of the fetus in its mother’s womb. There-
fore, contemporary jurists decided to rule on the deformed fetus that is discovered with modern
medical devices and the fetus that causes danger to the mother, up to its death, and this is what I
mentioned in this research. Then I concluded the research with the most important results that I
