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Urban Housing standards

in perspective of Gender
There has been little attempt to
incorporate evidence concerning the
gender relations into accounts of the
urban housing standards. However,
many studies have paid increasing
attention to the effects on urban
planning and housing. To what
extent do house and neighbourhood
design meet the needs of women
differently to those of men.

To achieve the aim of research a
descriptive analytic were using by
made a women questionnaire and
men working in the Ministry of
Housing and Construction in Iraq, in
a preliminary study for the detection
of gender needs and the need to
take this into account when
designing house and
neighbourhood. the sample
Explained that there are differences
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between men and women to several
aspects related to the internal
design of housing unit, the results
showed a difference of the site of
some of the spaces within the
housing unit such as kitchen, store
room, bath, as well as spaces such
as reception room, also found that
there is a difference in the answers
of men from the women in some
aspects of the neighbourhood., as it
found the difference in the average
walking acceptable distance to the
services, such as kindergarten,
school, and the shopping center, as
well as the feeling of safety when
roaming at night are less in women
than men, and that the movement
for recreation are less by women. It
was reached a set of conclusions
and recommendations related to the

aim of the research.
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
