Abstract :

It is a common phonetic phenomenon in ancient Arabic dialects and
still exists in some of our modern colloquial dialects. It is the transformation
of the fatha to a kasra, and the transformation of the letter "A" to "Y" (in
Arabic). Its purpose is to achieve phonetic harmony, symmetry, proportion,
and convergence between sounds, which leads to ease of pronunciation, and
this is what the Arabic speaker seeks.

The inclination is attributed to the general people of Najd, Tamim,
Qais, Asad, Tayyi, Hawazin, Saad bin Bakr, Bakr bin Wael, and they are an
Arab Bedouin tribes, as well as its existence in the dialects of the Arabian
Peninsula, such as Akkadian, Babylonian, Assyrian, and Hebrew. We also
hear it in the dialect of the people of Mosul and Basra in Iraqg, as well as the
Lebanese and Moroccan dialects. This phonetic phenomenon has been
transmitted through oral tradition among members of the same tribe, and we
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have found examples of this phenomenon as mentioned above in linguistic
reference books, indicating the existence of inclination in Arabic dialects.
