ABSTRACT

Imam Ibn al-Tilmisani, who is Abdullah
bin Muhammad bin Ali al-Fihri al-Masry al-
Shafi’i, i1s considered one of the distinguished
scholars. He was born in the year 567 AH in
Tlemcen, and died in the year 644 AH. He
was famous in Egypt, he has abundant
knowledge, he has many books, and he has
sheikhs, including Muzaffar bin Abdullah Ibn
Ali bin Al-Hussein Abu Al-Fath Al-Shafi’i
Al-Masri, known as Al-Mutthargat (d.: 612
AH). Ibn Al-Tilmisani had students,
including Abdul Karim bin Omar bin Ali Al-
Ansari (d.: 704 AH), and Ibn Al-Tilmisani
lived with some scholars including Ali bin
Muhammad bin Salem Al-Taghlibi Saif Al-
Din Al-Amadi Al-Shafi’i ( T.: 631 AH).
Among the books that Imam Ibn al-Tilmisani
explained is the book al-Ma’alim fi Usul al-
Figh, by Imam Fakhr al-Din al-Razi, and Ibn
al-Tilmisani was the owner of knowledge,
morals, religion, intelligence, and asceticism.
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
