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History of Arab journalism
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Abstract:

Arabic journalism emerged at the beginning of the 19th century as a

result of contact with the West and the influence of ideas from the French
Revolution about freedom, justice, and equality. This influence was further
enhanced by Napoleon Bonaparte's French campaign in Egypt in 1798,
which contributed in one way or another in awakening intellectual awareness
from the depths of eras of decline and backwardness.
When Arab Renaissance pioneers directed their critique towards the Ottoman
Empire, calling for reform, freedom, constitutionalism, limiting the Sultan's
powers, addressing the drawbacks of autocratic rule, and responding to
tyranny.

It seems that the emergence of the reformist discourse, which was
advocated by leaders of the reform movement among Arab intellectuals in
the mid-nineteenth century, and their attempt to catch up with Western
progress and advancement, has garnered significant interest among Arab and
foreign researchers, just as the emergence of Arab journalism constituted a
pivotal stage in Arab history.

From this perspective, the importance of the research stems from the fact
that journalism holds a prominent position. The emergence of the educated
class, which had a significant impact on changing society, promoting
awareness, and marking the beginning of a historical turning point that
contributed to the Arab renaissance .

The research addresses two main aspects: the first aspect is the beginnings
of the appearance of Arab journalism, and the second aspect is the
emergence of Arab journalism in (Belad Al-Sham (Levant), Egypt, Iraq).
