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Abstract:

The interest in the academic aspect, the individual’s way of
thinking, and how information is processed, is not an illusion that
psychologists invoke to impose new models on the academic community.
There is no doubt that academic success depends on focusing on the
student’s strengths, abilities and capabilities and employing them in his
teaching, so that each student becomes able to make the most of the
educational process.

Therefore, the study aimed to identify the academic buoyancy and its
relationship to the academic self-efficacy of a sample of the fourth
preparatory students in the Babil Governorate Center for the academic
year (2020-2021), and also aimed to identify the differences between the
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ball and female academic buoyancy with the effectiveness of the
academic self. The current study sample consisted of (500) male and
female students of the fourth stage in government schools. The academic
buoyancy scale was applied (prepared by the researcher) and the
academic self-efficacy scale was adopted (Salem, 2016). Males and
females at the level of academic buoyancy. One of the recommendations
of the study is to pay attention to studying both the scholastic buoyancy
and the academic self-efficacy of students in different educational stages.
Paying attention to programs that aim to enrich both scholastic buoyancy
and academic self-efficacy among middle school students. Some
suggestions were also made, including:
