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Abstract 
 Arbitration is a private justice, and on the other hand, it aims to resolve commercial disputes 
at the international level that were submitted by the disputing parties, and all this is within 
the framework of respecting the principles of law. The arbitrator from the disputing parties 
The arbitration ends with a final and executive decision specifying the rights and obligations 
of the parties. Arbitration expresses the explicit consent of the parties to the dispute, and its 
success at the international level is due to the speed of procedures that characterizes it 
compared to the ordinary judiciary, in addition to being an expression of the balance 
between the private sector and the public sector. which guarantees its effectiveness. The 
United Nations Commission on International Trade Law is a basic source of procedural rules 
that can be agreed upon by the disputing parties for the proper conduct of the arbitration 
process within the framework of the commercial relations of these parties. International 
commercial arbitration must be distinguished from national arbitration, because national 
arbitration is subject to the rules of national legislation alone
