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Abstract:

Education in Najd was weak and almost non-exist as a result of weak
economics conditions and insecurity ¢ so the education based on life class and as a
result its lack in some regions like al-badia population because of their continuous
migration and movement ¢« Hence¢ the study resulted in the denial of education in Najd
and regions of the Arabian Peninsula¢ especially during the era of the first Saudi state.
after the alliance of Sheikh Muhammad bin Abdul Wahhab and Muhammad bin Saud in
1744 AD « Which resulted in the formation of a political unit subject to one system« and
the first Saudi state has played¢ since its establishment<« a major role that had far-
reaching effects¢ including politically« economically and intellectually¢ as the scholars of
the first Saudi state encouraged science¢ scholars and Sharia sciences. As the ways of
education were primitive¢ they were limited to schools and mosques¢ while the study
was divided into two parts¢ as there was primary education and advanced education¢
which developed as a result of the development of economic life later as a result of the
military expansion of the state and the increase in its economic income.
