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Abstract 
Research title: Obstacles to using e-learning from the point of view of social teachers 
and supervisors in the holy province of Karbala. 
The aim of the research: The current study aimed to know the obstacles facing social 
teachers in the holy governorate of Karbala 
Study Methodology: The analytical descriptive research method was used as it is the 
most appropriate approach with the objectives of the current research. 
The research community sampled: The research sample consisted of social teachers 
in the holy governorate of Karbala for the academic year (2020-2021), where (42) 
teachers, schools and supervisors were selected using a stratified random sampling 
method, and the questionnaire was applied to them. 
Research tool: The researcher prepared the study tool after reviewing a group of 
studies and literature, where he prepared a questionnaire consisting of (20) paragraphs 
divided into three areas, where the researcher presented it to a group of specialists to 
ensure its validity and reliability. 
Research results: The results of the current research showed that there are some 
obstacles that reduce the effectiveness of e-learning, and some of these obstacles are 
related to the financial aspect, and others are related to administrative aspects and 
obstacles related to the learner. 
Recommendations: The necessity of overcoming the obstacles to using e-learning 
from all parties affecting the educational process and working to provide the 
appropriate tools and conditions for the development of this type of education. 
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
