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Abstract 

The accession of a state to a specific international agreement entails that state's 
commitment to the provisions and rules contained therein and the necessity of 
implementing them in good faith. The obligations arising from the agreements 
concerned with granting the right to asylum and the agreements to combat terrorism and 
its suppression do not depart from that general framework. For a state to ratify or 
accede to a treaty makes it obligated to implement the provisions and provisions of that 
agreement or treaty. Violation of any of its obligations entails international 
responsibility and exposes it to international sanctions that states may sign. The other 
parties to the agreement are also obligated by the violating state to pay the necessary 
compensation to the state against which the violation occurred and to its nationals, 
whenever its failure to implement its obligations results in damages to that state.  
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
