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Abstract Search  
The current research aims to (a proposed vision to include the concepts of 

emotional education in the book of social studies for the fourth grade of primary school 
(an analytical study). To achieve the goal of the research, the researcher adopted the 
concepts of emotional education as an analysis tool for the content of the social book for 
the fourth grade of primary school, and it reached (10) main concepts, as the first 
concept (social) reached (5) indicators, the second concept reached tolerance (5) 
indicators, and the third concept (ambition) reached (5) Indicators The fourth concept 
reached honesty (5) indicators The fifth concept reached independence (4) indicators 
The sixth concept reached affection and love (5) indicators The seventh concept reached 
satisfaction and compatibility (5) indicators The eighth concept reached self-efficacy 
and courage (5) indicators The ninth concept reached solidarity (5) Indicators As for the 
tenth concept of belonging and citizenship, it reached (5) sub-indicators, and thus the 
tool became consisting of (49) sub-indicators. It was presented to a committee of experts 
and specialists in teaching methods and psychological and educational sciences. 
Accordingly, the concepts were used in line with the objectives of the research. The 
research community included the social book for the fourth grade of primary school for 
the academic year (2022-2023), and the book included edition (11) for the year 2021, 
and the researcher excluded (the introduction, the questions that appear at the end of 
chapters, activities, and the index), and thus it became The number of pages subject to 
analysis (49) pages. 
The researcher worked by measuring stability and used two methods, the first includes 
stability over time, and the second includes stability among analysts. In order to reach 
the data, the researcher used frequencies and percentages for the concepts of emotional 
education. With a percentage of (11.8%), followed by the concept of (belonging and 



                    
           

 

citizenship) with (154) repetitions and with a percentage of (11.5%), followed by the 
concept of (self-efficacy and courage) with (150) repetitions and with a percentage of 
(11.2%). Followed by the concept of (ambition), which achieved (139) iterations, with a 
percentage of (10.4%). As for the concept of (social), which got (134) iterations, with a 
percentage of (10%), and the concept of trust achieved (131) iterations, with a 
percentage of (9). The concept of (solidarity) achieved a percentage of (126) iterations, 
with a percentage of (9.4%), and the concept of (tolerance) achieved a percentage of 
(125) iterations, with a percentage of (9.4%). As for the concept of (sympathy and love), 
it achieved The number of iterations at a rate of (11.2) repetitions and at a percentage of 
(11.8%). As for the concept of (independence), the lowest percentage of the number of 
iterations reached (107) repetitions and at a percentage of (8%) in the content of the 
meeting book. It comes to the fourth grade of primary school, and thus the number of 
repetitions achieved is (1336) repetitions. The social book for the fourth grade of 
primary school contained (49) indicators of the concepts of emotional education 
according to the ten concepts. The results of the analysis confirmed that there is a clear 
discrepancy in the content of the book of social studies, and in the light of the results, 
the researcher reached a number of conclusions, proposals, and recommendations. 
Conclusions:  

 The social studies textbooks need to be reconsidered in their construction and structure 
in a way that meets the requirements of the emotional needs of primary school students.  
Recommendations: 
 Reconsidering the development of social studies curricula at the primary stage and 
making them appropriate to the students' emotional needs  
Suggestions:  
Holding training seminars by the Ministry of Education for teachers of social subjects 
during service on how to include the concepts of emotional education.
