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Abstract 
        The study revealed that Germany's strength and superiority in modern and 
contemporary history was associated with the names of its great politicians, especially 
Rudolf Hess, the deputy of the German political leader Adolf Hitler, who participated in 
all the decisions taken by the Nazi Germans against Jews and foreigners in Germany and 
his political speeches that had an effective impact on the public as well as His ideology, 
which was based on racism and the supremacy of the German Aryan race and its 
superiority over other races, led to the genocide of the Jews, especially the Holocaust, 
which relied on anti-Semitic conspiracy theories. Rudolf Hess had an active political and 
military role in this genocide.  
 The study showed the most important strategy adopted by Rudolf Hess to find out the 
hidden facts and the extent to which he was influenced by the ideas of his professor, the 
geographical and political professor Karl Haushofer, which he quoted and made them an 
essential focus in his political life, which he applied to Germany known as geopolitics 
with regard to the foundations of expansion and achieving the vital European sphere for 
Germany and taking the geopolitical dimension as a basis for its expansion and 
statement The extent of his method of persuading Hitler to implement it and take it as a 
political approach on the one hand, and the extent to which he was affected by the Nazi 
ideology and the personality of Hitler on the other hand, in order to make Germany a 
superpower among the countries of the world.  
 The study explained, despite all the leadership roles that Rudolf Hess occupied as 
deputy political leader, leader of the Nazi Party, member of the Secret Cabinet, member 
of the Defense Council, author and writer of political memoirs, as well as the efforts 
exerted by him that he provided to Germany and political support to the German 
political leader Hitler, his seriousness and sincerity In work and his absolute loyalty to 
him and his companion who accompanied him during the years (1920-1941), the 
location of his secret and knows what is going on in his mind, the researcher did not find 
that Hitler stood by him when he was captured by the British forces on his flight to 
Britain and his main goal was to strengthen German political relations - The British, and 
neutralizing the latter in World War II in order to devote themselves to confronting the 
Soviet Union, rather he went too far with that and accused him of madness and high 
treason, justifying that this flight was not with his knowledge.  
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
