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Abstract

This research aims to study the Soviet military support in Ethiopia for the period
1974-1991, a period that witnessed a great Soviet openness towards the Horn of Africa,
especially Ethiopia, after the Soviet Union witnessed many attempts to incursion into the
region previously, which were not successful because of its encirclement by the states
The United States of America and the presence of regimes loyal to it, was to change the
Ethiopian regime and the advent of a Marxist-Leninist regime in line with the Soviet
socialist cycle, which was in dire need to establish its presence by building a strong and
integrated army in the region, so it resorted to the Soviet Union to support it in the field
of armament at the time .
