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Abstract 
      The current research aims to identify (environmental problems available in sociology 
books for the primary stage) and to reveal the extent of these problems in social books in the 
primary stage. This research consisted of analyzing the content of Sociology books for the 
primary stage and the extent to which they include environmental problems, as the Sociology 
book for the fourth grade of primary school in Iraq included the tenth edition of (2019) The 
research community also included the social book for the fifth primary grade in Iraq, the 
seventh edition of (2019), and the research community also included the social book for the 
sixth grade of primary in Iraq, the fourth edition of the year (2019).Which was approved by 
the Ministry of Education and also the research community consisted of Al-Qasim district 
schools in the province of Babylon. The researcher followed the descriptive analytical 
approach, and the researcher used the content analysis tool to analyze the Sociology books 
according to the prepared list of environmental problems, which in its final form included 
(50) environmental problems, and it was confirmed by her friend by presenting it to a group 
of arbitrators  A new stability was obtained, and then the researcher converted the list of 
analysis to a questionnaire, which was applied to a sample of teachers.The researcher used the 
following statistical methods 
Alpha-Cronbach equation 
weighted arithmetic mean,weight percentile 
The researcher concludes 
1-The list of environmental problems included four main areas, namely the 

atmosphere,hydrosphere, lithosphere, and biosphere  
2-There are statistically significant differences at a level of (0.05), which means that 

environmental problems are actually included at high rates in the social studies books for the 
primary stage. 
3-The atmosphere and hydrosphere had the highest percentages in terms of prevalence in the 

social studies.  
The researcher reached several recommendations: 
1-The necessity of adding real problems in the sociology book 
2-The necessity of taking the opinions of female and male social teachers in improving social 
books in a way that suits the existing problems. 
3-The necessity of holding courses and seminars and writing publications to educate students 
about the seriousness of these problems to the environment and living organisms alike.
