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Abstract 
The responsibility to preserve the environment lies with everyone whether 

individuals, groups or institutions, and it may not seem easy to implement sometimes, as 
the necessary measures to protect the environment may conflict with human gain and the 
profit of financial institutions. Because they are legally criminalized, whether in general 
laws or in special laws or in international conventions, therefore, any dealing or 
circulation of these materials constitutes a crime and achieves criminal responsibility for 
the circulation of prohibited funds, which prompted the Iraqi legislator and comparative 
legislation to criminalize it in special laws.
