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Abstract: 
 This research aims to stand in the Diwan (Collection of Poems of Life) by Mr. 
Muhammad Sadiq and try to read the poetic dictionary. The purpose of the research was 
not to identify the poetic purposes and stand on them in the Diwan. An analysis of the 
words of the poetic lexicon, a vision of reading that is based on the point of view on the 
selection of texts, in addition to the reason for choosing this topic, for this reason we 
decided to stand on it. The research concluded a number of results: 
- Despite Mr. Al-Sadr's announcement (may his secret be sanctified) in the introduction 
to his collection that he is not a poet, we find wonderful poems by him that were issued 
by a female poet who knows all the meanings and connotations that envelop the words 
and highlight them in the most beautiful artistic way. 
Al-Sayyid al-Sadr (may his secret be sanctified) wrote about all poetic purposes, and he 
did not leave one without having a share of it, which indicates an outstanding poeticism 
and a wide literary culture that reveals his wide knowledge, which made him write on 
any topic. 
- A close observer of the Divan of the Collection of Life Poems notes that most of his 
poems came in asceticism, and that characteristic that was inherent to his life, which was 
reflected in his poetic experience, as well as the emanation of meanings from the 
religious vision. 
-  Mr. Al-Sadr (may his secret be sanctified) did not say poetry for the sake of poetry, 
but rather said it for the purposes and goals he wanted to achieve by directing them in an 
artistic language that the recipient would read, which makes them leave an impact on 
himself. 
- Sayyid al-Sadr's poetry (may his secret be sanctified) has risen on foundations that 
carry intellectual visions that express an ardent poetic self that works to be transmitted to 
the recipient through multiple purposes. 
The poetic lexicon of Sayyid al-Sadr relied a lot on the words of nature, especially in the 
field of praise and description as well as the field of events, while we find the words of 
wisdom dominate the fields of asceticism and lamentation. 
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
