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Abstract

The current research aims to identify "the impact of the creative drama strategy in
developing the articulation skills of the fifth literary grade students".

In order to achieve the aim of the research, the validity of the following main zero
hypotheses must be tested:

1- There is no statistically significant difference at the level of significance (+,*°)
between the mean scores of the experimental group students and the mean scores of
the control group students in the post-parsing skills development test.

2- There is no statistically significant difference at the level of significance (+,*°)
between the mean scores of the experimental group students in the pre and post
expression skills development test.

3- There is no statistically significant difference at the level of significance (*,*°)
between the mean scores of the students of the control group in the pre and post
expression skills development test.

To achieve the goal, the researcher adopted the experimental design of the type of
partial control, and the researcher intentionally chose (Al-Rowad Preparatory School for
Boys) affiliated to the General Directorate of Education of Diyala Governorate / Al-
Khalis District to apply his experiment, as the research sample reached (171) students,
with (YY) students in the experimental group and (YY) students in the experimental
group. ) students in the control group. The researcher was rewarded in some variables
statistically between the two research groups, including: (pre-test scores in the test of
parsing skills, and the scores of the previous year).

The researcher worked on defining the scientific material during the experiment
period with eight topics from the Arabic grammar subject to be taught in the first course
of the academic year (Y+YY-Y+Y)). application, analysis, synthesis, evaluation), and the
researcher worked on preparing appropriate teaching plans for teaching the two research
groups. Y+ Yland the experiment continued until ¥+YY/Y/YTAD.

The researcher prepared a test for the development of parsing skills, and it consisted of
(¥+) paragraphs of multiple choice type, and the researcher used statistical methods to
analyze the results through the educational bag of the spss program, version )9of the
following laws (t-test for two independent, interrelated samples, chi-square, and Pearson
correlation coefficient , and Sirman-Brown). In the light of the research results, the
researcher concluded the following:

-*The students of the experimental group that studied Arabic grammar with the creative
drama strategy outperformed the students of the control group that studied Arabic
grammar in the usual way followed in the post-parsing skills test.

In light of the results, the researcher recommends the following:
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1- Using the creative drama strategy in teaching Arabic grammar skills for Arabic
grammar among students in the literary fifth grade.

2- Conducting in-service training courses for Arabic language teachers and female
teachers in the subject of Arabic grammar to train them on using the creative drama
strategy and informing them of its steps and employing it in the Arabic language.

As a complement to the current research, the researcher proposes the following:

1- Conducting a study similar to this study in other branches of the Arabic language in
the subject of literature, texts, and expression, and in other educational stages such
as the middle and elementary stages.

2- Conducting a study showing the impact of the creative drama strategy on other
variables such as achievement, acquisition and the development of creative
thinking.
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
