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ABSTRACT  
The distinguishes of physics from other subjects is the relevance of the content of the 

curriculum to practical activity and experimentation, which the physics teacher uses to 
help students understand the theoretical concepts of the lesson. Therefore, the current 
research aims to find out the reality of physics teachers using and employing the school 
laboratory in teaching physics curricula at the secondary level. The researcher used the 
descriptive approach, The research community consisted of all physics teachers in the 
Babylon Education Directorate for the academic year (2021-2022). In a random manner, 
(85) physics teachers were selected. The researcher prepared the research tool 
(questionnaire) consisted of (36) items distributed on (3) axes, The validity and 
reliability of the research tool has been confirmed before distributing it to the research 
sample. and after obtaining and processing the data using the SPSS statistical package  
The results of the study showed that the laboratory was not employed by physics 
teachers and their reliance on the traditional method of teaching physics, and the 
presence of many problems suffered by physics teachers that hinder the use of the 
laboratory. In light of the results of the research, the researcher recommended the need 
to establish modern laboratories and equip them with the necessary materials and 
equipment in teaching physics, especially for the secondary stage, preparing special 
training courses and workshops for teachers on how to employ the laboratory in teaching 
physics, providing a guide for the physics teacher on how to prepare and employ 
experiments and practical activities in teaching physics.
