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Abstract 
The aims of this research are:  
psychological resistance strategies focused on (problem _ emotion) for electronic rumors 
about the Covid 19 pandemic among university students recovering from the virus and 
not infected with it, and knowing the statistically significant differences in psychological 
resistance strategies focused around (problem _ emotion) for electronic rumors about 
COVID-19 pandemic among university students who have recovered from the virus and 
university students who are not infected with it. 
The current research is limited to students from the University of Babylon for the initial 
morning study, for the academic year (2221-2020). 
       To achieve the objectives of the research, a random sample of (400) male and 
female students was selected, with (232) male and female students of the scientific 
specialization and (168) male and female students of the humanitarian specialization. 
To achieve the objectives of the research, the researchers built a tool to measure 
psychological resistance strategies focused around (problem_emotion) for electronic 
rumors about the Covid 19 pandemic. The psychological focus on the emotion, and 



                    
           

 

placed in front of each paragraph (5) alternatives (1- Strongly agree to 5- Strongly 
disagree) Paragraphs (5-4-3-2-1) are corrected respectively, and the researchers verified 
the validity of the tool by the method of apparent honesty and construction validity , and 
verify their stability using the half-split method and the alpha-Cronback method. 
The researchers used the following statistical methods: chi-square (Ka2), t-test for two 
independent samples, t-test for one sample, and Pearson's correlation coefficient. 
    The research reached the following results: 
1- University students recovering from the Covid-19 virus and not infected with it have 
been exposed, to a large extent, to electronic rumors about the Corona pandemic. 
2- University students have psychological resistance strategies focused around (problem 
- emotion) for electronic rumors about the Corona pandemic. 
3- The university students recovering from the Covid 19 virus have psychological 
resistance strategies focused around the problem. 
4- University students recovering from the Covid-19 virus do not have psychological 
resistance strategies focused on emotion. 
5- University students who are not infected with Covid 19 virus have psychological 
resistance strategies focused around the problem. 
6- University students who are not infected with Covid 19 virus have psychological 
resistance strategies focused around emotion. 
7- There are statistically significant differences in the psychological resistance strategies 
focused around the problem between university students who have recovered from the 
Covid-19 virus and those who are not infected with it, and in favor of the recovered. 
8- There are no statistically significant differences in psychological resistance strategies 
focused on emotion between university students recovering from Covid-19 virus and 
those not infected with it. 
The research also reached a number of conclusions, recommendations and suggestions. 
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
