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Abstract:

Aims: The study aimed to identify the problems that hinder agricultural production.
The study also aimed to investigate the elements that would overcome the negative
effects of the agricultural limitation investment in order to improve the level of
plant agricultural production, which would enable the district and the governorate
to achieve agricultural self-sufficiency.

Methodology: The research relied on the regional approach to determine the
current state of crop production in the rural areas of Al-Habbaniya district. The
research also adopted the objective approach to examine the crops, the extent of
changes in productivity, and the cultivated areas of crops in the district's rural
areas.

Results: After analyzing the data, the results showed that all natural and human
factors contributed significantly to the reduction in the area of agricultural land and
the actual cultivated areas. The area suitable for farming has decreased by (2876)
dunams, and the actual cultivated area decreased by (31) dunams over two
agricultural seasons (2009-2010) and (2021-2022). The results also showed that the
wheat crop recorded a negative change of (-18) tons and a relative change of
(1238.6). The relative index number showed a change of (98.6). The study also
revealed that the total productivity of summer vegetables in Al-Habbaniya district
recorded an absolute negative change of (-26.3) tons, a relative change of (274.6),
and the relative index number reached (93.5).

Irag, within the eastern part of Al-Anbar Governorate, with its center in Khalidiya
sub-district. It is situated to the west of the capital, Baghdad, at a distance of (90)
km. Al-Habbaniya district is (20) km away from the center of Ramadi city to the
west and (25) km away from... (the sentence seems to be incomplete, could you
provide the rest of it for full translation?)
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It can be seen from Table (1) that the total area reached (83,530 dunams). In the
agricultural season (2009-2010), the area of arable land was (23,192 dunams),
which accounted for (27.7%) of the total area. Meanwhile, the actual cultivated
area was (16,960 dunams), which represented (20.30%) of the total area and
(73.1%) of the arable land.
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Table 2: To understand the trends in agricultural investment changes in the area of
arable land and the area of land actually cultivated in the study area for the
agricultural seasons (2009-2010, 2021-2022), it is necessary to study these changes
at the district level.
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As for the trends in productivity changes for cereal crops (Table 3), both negative
and positive changes were recorded. The highest value for wheat production was
recorded in the Sen Al-Dhoban district, where the absolute change was (43) tons in
the positive direction, with a relative change of (43), and the relative index number
was (175.4). Meanwhile, negative changes were recorded in the districts of Al-
Malahima, Al-Hammamiat, and Al-Husaybah Al-Shargiya.
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We can observe from Table (7) and Figure (10) that the productivity of date palms

changed in the negative direction, where all districts recorded negative changes.

The Sen Al-Dhoban district recorded the highest value in the negative direction for
the absolute change, with a value of (-4506) tons, a relative change of (-501.2), and

a relative index number of (9.9).
