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Abstract 
The Abbasid state (132-656 AH) was one of the largest states, and had a major 

role in spreading the Arab-Islamic civilization and its impact on other civilizations. 
Also, thanks to the development it has brought about in its institutions, the Ministry has 
attached importance as an institution since its establishment, and the institution of the 
Ministry is still strong so that the Minister Abbas bin Al-Hassan sought to have the 
actual authority in the hands of the Minister and intervened in the selection of the able 
caliph in Allah (295 AH) despite his young age to be a weak caliph who is not familiar 
with the affairs of the state and the management of its affairs  

The research covers the succession of al-Muqtadir by Allah (295-320 AH), in which 
the conditions of the caliphate worsened and the affairs of its state were disturbed until 
the caliph no longer had authority, and the ministry was no better off than the caliphate, 
the succession of al-Muqtadir witnessed a frequent change of ministers in which sources 
recorded thirteen changes in which sitting on the chair of the ministry was punished by 
eleven ministers. This research has shed light on the ministerial change with its sides of 
stezar and impeachment  

The research dealt with the change in both sides of the stezar and the isolation 
and reached the following  
 First: Money comes at the forefront of the factors of the Stezar, which is a serious 

indicator of the deterioration of the Ministry because of the following  
1- The adoption of money (buying a position) creates an opportunity for the wealthy to 

compete for the ministry, and thus the access of the incompetent leading to 
disruption of state affairs  

2- The ministers' departure to raise money to compensate for what they had done, 
which led to the creation of a financial crisis that failed to solve until the end of the 
succession of the Almighty in Allah. Therefore, the common factor among all the 
ministers of Al-Muqtadir who have been dismissed or pardoned is their failure in the 
face of financial crises  

 Second: The interference of harems and servants of the House of the Caliphate, and 
senior army commanders in the conduct of the affairs of the state led to the 
weakening of the ministry and became an institution unable to protect itself, and the 
minister no longer has sanctity, so his imprisonment, confiscation and sometimes 
even killing became familiar during the reign of the able caliph by Allah  

 Third, when the caliph senses danger, he may be forced to imitate competent 
reformers in the ministry, but soon the minister's reforms clash with the interests of 
the powerful, and he is removed by the caliph or requests exemption  
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
