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Abstract:

Aims: The study aimed investigate the role of the commercial relations of the
Fallujah city with the surrounding region. It also aimed to clarify the boundaries of
the region, to identify the areas that are commercially linked to the city by
understanding the locations of the beneficiaries of those services.

Methodology: The current study adopted the descriptive method to understand the
existing patterns and commercial institutions of the city of Fallujah. The functional
approach was then applied to identify the regional influence of commercial
institutions and determine the number of the visitors to the city by using statistical
and field methods.

Results: After analyzing the data, the results showed that there are regional
commercial relations between the city and other cities. The study also showed that
the type of goods has a significant impact on these relations. Some of the
commercial goods have a long-reaching impact, while others only extend to
neighboring villages. The breakdown of goods includes: foodstuffs (23.9%),
construction materials (8.6%), clothing and accessories (35.0%), furniture (3.9%),
tools and car repair workshops (8.5%), pharmacies and laboratories (3.9%),
commercial services (3.7%), and other institutions (7.1%).

Conclusions: It can be concluded that the city of Fallujah is significantly
connected to its region under the names of "intensive region™ and "wide region."
The intensive region is centered in the city and its surrounding villages, while the
wide region includes the nearby districts and sub-districts such as (Al-Amiriya, Al-
Karmah, Al-Habbaniyah, and Al-Suglaweiyah sub-district).

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Table (2 :(According to the number of shops of that type from the total shops in
the study area, in order to determine the customers' place of residence and the
districts and sub-districts they come from.
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The data in Table (5) shows that the number of shops reached (352) commercial
establishments, accounting for (8.7%). The number of questionnaires obtained
from these shops was (18), and the intensive region also had the highest
percentages, with the city center accounting for (55.5%), followed by the villages
and districts (Jubail, Dufar, Al-Nasaf, Al-Jaghifi, Al-Sajer, and Al-Azragiya) at
(5.5%). As for the wide region, represented by (Al-Karmah, Al-Habbaniyah, and
Al-Suglaweiyah), it also accounted for (5.5%.(
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Through this, the sample size for each type of commercial shop was determined
randomly based on the number of shops of that type out of the total shops in the
study area, in order to identify the residence of the shoppers and the districts and
sub-districts they come from, as shown in Table (5), Figure (7), and Figure (8).(

Authorship credit should be based on: (i) Substantial contributions to conception and design,
acquisition of data, or analysis and interpretation of data, (ii) Drafting the article or revising it
critically for important intellectual content; and (iii) Final approval of the version to be submitted
for publication. All of these conditions should be met by all authors. Acquisition of funding,
collection of data, or general supervision of the research group alone does not constitute authorship.
All contributors who do not meet the criteria for authorship should be listed in an acknowledgments
section. All authors must agree on the sequence of authors listed before submitting the article. All
authors must agree to designate one author as the corresponding author for the submission. It is the
responsibility of corresponding author to arrange the whole manuscript upon the requirements and
to dialogue with the co-authors during the peer-reviewing and proofing stages and to also act on
behalf.
