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Research Summary : 
      The objective of the current research is to identify "the effect of a proposed strategy 
based on the theory of the spread of innovations on the academic achievement of 
students in the subject of interior design." 
To achieve the aim of the research, the two researchers put the following null 
hypothesis: 
        The two researchers adopted the descriptive and experimental approaches and 
chose the experimental design of two experimental and control groups and the post 
achievement test. 
    The current research community was the third grade students in the design department 
of the faculties of fine arts in Iraqi universities. 
The two researchers randomly chose a department to design in the College of Fine Arts, 
University of Baghdad, to conduct their experiment there. The sample size was (52), 
divided into two divisions, to represent Shiite A, the experimental group, and Division 
B, the control group, noting that the number of students in each division is 26 male and 
female students. 
    The two researchers conducted a statistical equivalence between the students of the 
two groups in the following variables: (previous achievement, chronological age, and 
the Daniels test of intelligence). 
 The researchers prepared an achievement test, and the test consisted of (40) multiple-
choice items, and the short answer verified the test's validity, reliability, level of 
difficulty, and power of discrimination. 
The researchers used the following statistical methods in the research procedures and 
access to the results: (T-test for two independent samples, chi-square equation (Ka2), 
Pearson correlation coefficient, Spearman-Brown equation, difficulty coefficient 
equation, and paragraph discrimination coefficient equation). 
  After analyzing the data statistically, the two researchers reached the following 
conclusion: 
The students of the experimental group who studied the interior design course were 
superior to the students of the control group who studied the interior design course in the 
usual way in the achievement test with statistical significance.
