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Abstract 
Inconsistencies arise in successive sales when the sale is issued by the same seller to one or 

more buyers in succession, on the same sale, so that the implementation of the result falls on one of 
these two sales and not the other, meaning that the first contract conflicts with the second contract 
in the implementation phase, so the priority in this implementation of the contract will be The 
second, despite being later on the date of its convening without the first, contrary to the origin of the 
year, due to the existence of obstacles that give effect to the second contract without the first, such 
as the obstacle of registration, and the obstacle of possession in the transferred title of ownership  
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
