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Abstract  
      "Frankenstein in Baghdad, with its events and time, analyses the bloody nature of 
Iraq during 2005 and 2006 following being indwelled by the USA in 2003 and pictures 
the ugly face of massacre and destruction against which Iraq was encountering on that 
period. The said novel, in its narrative structures, relies on the universal personality of 
"Frankenstein", but it also managed to avoid pure imitation. The novel, with a fantasy 
approach, reconstructs Iraq's events occurred in 2005 and 2006. Thus, in this novel, 
layers of reality and imagination are interwoven. On this basis, the writer utilizes some 
of the narrative techniques suitable for this type of novel. In this research, the efforts 
have been made to analyze some of the narrative techniques used in this novel.
