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Abstract: 
 The current research aims to investigate: 

 1-The level of cognitive motivation among students with learning disabilities. 
2-The level of cognitive motivation among slow learning students 
3- Investigate the statistical significance of the differences in cognitive motivation for 

people with learning difficulties and slow learners. 
 To achieve the objectives of the research, the researcher used the descriptive relation 
approach for her research procedures, and the researcher followed the scientific steps 
adopted in psychological measurement to build a measure of differential reinforcement 
methods, which consisted of (4) domains and (26) items, and she also built a measure of 
cognitive motivation component (36) items. And after extracting the psychometric 
characteristics of the validity and reliability of the scale, the scale was applied to the 
basic research sample of (400), and the results of the research showed the following:  
1-Students with difficulties do not enjoy cognitive motivation 
2-The slow learners do not have cognitive motivation 
3-Students with learning difficulties and students with slow learning have a similar level 
of cognitive motivation, and the difference between them is simple and not statistically 
significant 
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
