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Abstract 

The city's population of (57439) people was distributed among the number of 
neighborhoods, which numbered (16) neighborhoods. The number of gardens reached 
(66) gardens and (3) parks. It was distributed among (13) residential neighborhoods, and 
this means that (3) neighborhoods are devoid of gardens, and this indicates a clear 
deficiency in the number of gardens compared to the numbers and areas of 
neighborhoods. As for the parks, there were (3) parks distributed over three 
neighborhoods. It is large compared to others, as it reached (2500 square meters). The 
number of coffee shops reached (26), and they are often located near commercial uses. 
Their total area reached (780 square meters), that is, an average of about (30 square 
meters) for each coffee shop, and they were distributed among (11) residential 
neighborhoods. As for the casinos, they numbered (4) with an area of (1600 square 
meters). The number of restaurants was (8) distributed over (2) residential 
neighborhoods. In the city of Musayyib, there is a center for the teachers' union, located 
in the Al-Jumhuriya neighborhood. The study area also contains only one library in the 
Al-Shuyoukh area, with an area of (100 square meters). There is one sports club located 
in (Al-Sikk) neighborhood with an area of (6911 square meters), in addition to the 
presence of one youth center in (Al-Doub) neighborhood with an area of (738 square 
meters  
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
