Abstract
The topic of the research revealed that politics is one of the most

important active pillars that move human reality and system inputs, and
political discourse is the product of interactions, conflicts and crises
between political societies, being an engine that chose from reality the
aspects that serve the intellectual and movement vision in it, in addition
to being subject to the influence and influence of authority, and the
repercussions of its relationship with society. Its development, culture,
and all its circumstances, and on this basis, discourse is a manifestation of
the social and political stimuli that are reflected in it.

The political speech of the German leader Hitler adopted a policy
based on the strategy of power, which is the prominent feature of him in
all his political speeches, with the aim of proving that he is the best
leadership leader ever elected, and that Germany is the strongest country
in the world that no other country can compete with in its political,
military, and industrial power. And his emphasis on choosing strong,
courageous men who possess the superior ability to eliminate opponents
to his rule and his European expansionist policy, in addition to imposing
an iron fist on the German people.

The study explained that some political leaders and preachers were
greatly influenced by scientific and intellectual theories, especially
Darwin’s evolutionary theory, which contributed to igniting the fire of
strife and violence, and they tried to apply some of its teachings to the
point of abandoning all human and moral values and bypassing some
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religious texts or universal laws regarding respect for humans and their
rights. And preserve his dignity and right to peace. Among these
scientific theories and philosophical ideas, political leaders embodied the
idea of violence in political discourses through what they called for or
through misunderstanding of them as a result of wrong readings of them,
which made them deviate and move away from the true understanding
and misapplication on the ground of political reality, and the resulting
result was millions of the dead and homeless in the world.

The study revealed that the German political leader adopted the
method of enticement and intimidation, which is considered one of the
effective and psychologically influential rhetorical methods in stoking the
Germans’ national feelings, which stimulates the German citizen, arouses
his enthusiasm, achieves his happiness and pleasure, and avoids what
harms him and is the source of his discord and pain by remaining free
from the exploitation of the Jews and capitalism. On the one hand, he
strongly warns them against division and the impact on German unity on
the other hand, in addition to his following an effective rhetorical
persuasive method towards his people regarding the necessity of
international alliances that provide the opportunity to buy time, restore
Germany’s industrial and military power, prepare its tactical military
plans, and then prepare for World War Il.
