Media have nothing but a definition of the names mentioned by the narrators 
without verifying them, and the most acceptable opinion remains that the Prophet 
(PBUH) married her while she was a virgin, as well as the difference in the accounts of 
her betrothal and the problematic of her age and the date of her marriage to the Prophet 
(PBUH), as it became clear that the narration that determined her age By forty years 
when she got married, she took her fame and became a Muslim without verifying it, or 
according to other narrations that varied greatly and differed in determining that, as it 
was said twenty-five, and it was said thirty or thirty-five, and it was said forty-five years. 
From these different narrations, it is clear that there is a difference in her age when the 
Prophet married her, and this in turn is followed by a difference in the year of her birth, 
according to the narrations that linked the date of her birth and her age at the time of her 
marriage to the Prophet (PBUH). Therefore, the logical explanation requires us to 
estimate that she was born in the fifth year before the year of the Elephant. She got 
married before the age of thirty and lived with the Prophet (PBUH) twenty-five, so her 
total age would not exceed fifty-five years until her death.
