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The Kildanian—Persian Relations in the Neo—-Babylonian Age (626-539 B.C.)
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Abstract
The Kildanian—Persian relation is considered a turning point for both empires.The

Babylonian king Nabublassar made use of this relation to sustain his political power and to
have the Persians' help to destroy the Assyrian Empire. Accordingly, Nabublassar began to
send statues of Elam's gods to Elam at the beginning of his reign and encouraged the
Median Ki—Akhssar to assault Ashur.
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
