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Abstract  
This indicator is of great importance in knowing the adequacy of schools in the field 

of research for the number of students, as there are 411,624 male and female students in 
Babil Governorate, of whom (190,665) are in urban areas and (220,959) are in rural 
areas. When studying this criterion, it is possible to determine whether the number of 
schools is sufficient for the number of students or not. No, knowing the locations of 
surpluses and deficiencies in the province, when studying reality and comparing with the 
indicator approved by the Iraqi Ministry of Planning, which is (400) students / school, 
we found that there is a shortage in the number of schools, as the general average in the 
province reached (445) students / school, which exceeds the average The standard 
approved by the Ministry of Planning, and the Iraqi school "B" includes (45) students, 
and this percentage varies according to the environment. In urban areas, (574) students / 
schools were registered, and this rate is higher than the standard (174) students, and in 
rural areas (373) students are enrolled in schools, which is lower than standard (27) 
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
