       Since temporary and precautionary measures are one of the ways that seek to 
preserve endangered rights Despite its importance in granting the competent authority to 
take it, this study comes to highlight the extent of the limits of the arbitrator's authority 
for the issue under study. Whether it is confined to the arbitrator only or requires the 
intervention of the ordinary judiciary with the power of reparation or coercion that the 
ordinary courts enjoy and that the arbitrator lacks.
