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Abstract 
The study was conducted at the University of Babylon /Faculty of basic education 

and aims to find out (the impact of the puppet theater strategy in the development of 
reading comprehension among third grade primary schoolgirls in the reading Subject) 
and to achieve the researcher's goal, the researcher developed the following hypothesis 
(there is no statistically significant difference between the average scores of the 
experimental group that will study according to the puppet theater strategy and the 
average scores of the control group that will study the same subject according to the 
usual method of reading comprehension), the researcher adopted the experimental 
method, with partial control, and the number of individuals in the sample was (76) 
students from students of the third grade of Primary School, namely (38 ) students of the 
experimental group and(38) students For the control group, the researcher was rewarded 
in a number of variables, including ( chronological age, academic achievement of 
parents, grades of the previous year), the researcher prepared a test in reading 
comprehension, and it was confirmed that it was true and applied and then applied to the 
sample of both research groups, and the superiority of the experimental experimental 
group that studied using the puppet theater strategy over the control group that studied 
in the usual way was reached, and the researcher concluded that the interactive 
atmosphere provided by the puppet theater strategy participated in motivating the 
students and their interaction with the course of the lesson, which reflected in addition 
to the positive results of the research, she recommended the need to train teachers on the 
use of strategies Modern educational programs, including the puppet theater strategy in 
teaching the Arabic language, because of its proven positivity in education  
Keywords: puppet theater strategy, reading comprehension, third elementary 
schoolgirls.
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
