    In approaching the narratives of the Iraqi novelist after 2010 AD, and the techniques 
that the Iraqi novel possesses that allow it to access the worlds of Iraqi reality, observing 
the commodification of the Iraqi person, in a reality that the laws of the market and the 
world of the economy have infiltrated into; Thus, this person no longer possesses the 
basic aspirations that legitimize individuals within the fabric of social relations, which 
guarantees the achievement of self-confidence, the right that earns self-respect, and 
solidarity that achieves social appreciation  
    We have found that in this study we delve into the representations of the 
objectification of the Iraqi person in the novel after 2010 AD, and the research after that 
carried in its narrative constructions the theme of the objectification of the Iraqi person  
    The first axis dealt with the theistic reification of the novels (Sinan Antoine): (Only 
the Pomegranate Tree): and (Oh Mary), while the second axis stopped at the global 
(objective) reification, and the novels (Saad Saeed) (virginal) and (Iverjual) as a model
