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Abstract 
This study was conducted in Iraq, University of Babylon / College of Basic Education, 

and the study aimed to identify the effect of the strategy of taking notes and formulating 
them in the written expression of second-grade intermediate students in the subject of 
reading. The study sample consisted of (60) students who were divided into a control 
group and the number of its students (30). ), and an experimental group and the number of 
its students (30), the experimental group studied using a strategy that takes notes and 
formulating them, while the control group studied in the usual way. his constancy. A post-
test, a unified topic for both groups to write in, and to correct their answers, the researcher 
adopted a criterion that she prepared herself, and adopted it in correcting the written 
expression of the second intermediate grade students  

The researcher used the program (spss) to reach the results and used the t-test for two 
independent samples,( chi2) , and Pearson correlation coefficient, and after analyzing the 
results statistically, the researcher concluded that the students of the experimental group 
outperformed the students of the control group in written expression
