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Abstract  
The goal of this study was to determine the perceived psychological and social effects of 
the Corona virus pandemic (COVID 19) on society in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, the 
ways in which society has responded to it, and whether there are variations in the 
severity of each of these effects as a result of the variables (qualification education, 
gender, age group, and residence). The researcher used a descriptive, correlational, and 
survey approach to carry out the study's goals. Additionally, a survey was sent to (862) 
respondents, chosen at random, who represented all societal groups (both citizens and 
residents). The results showed an average level for each of the psychological and social 
effects of the Corona virus pandemic by the Saudi society as well as a high level for the 
mechanisms of dealing with the pandemic. And The study found that there were 
statistically significant variations in the reported psychological impacts were attributable 
to sex in favor of females and residence in favor of residents, Although, there were no 
statistically significant differences in the perceived social effects of the Corona 
pandemic depending on the study variables, based on the study's findings, the researcher 
urges the official authorities to pay attention to and reevaluate the policies and practices 
designed to address the psychological and social issues impacting society's members 
through its many channels, including the media, mosques, and educational curriculum.
