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1. The Book of Ruqgyyat is one of the books of anecdotes narrated on the authority of Imam Muhammad bin
Al-Hasan Al-Shaybani (may God Almighty have mercy on him) without the apparent narration books, which
were narrated from him by his student Imam Muhammad bin Sama’ah (may God Almighty have mercy on
him) when Imam Muhammad was a judge in Al-Raqga, and from this this book was taken. its name.

2. Imam Abu Al-Layth Al-Samargandi (may God Almighty have mercy on him) mentioned three issues
related to marriage from the book (Al-Rugyyat), and Abu Al-Layth was the only one to mention them.

3. Itis permissible to pardon the insane, even if his insanity is absolute.
