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Summary  
       The meaning of the word in the Arabic language alone differs from its meaning at the 
syntactic level, and this multiplicity in the meaning of the word is dependent on its connection 
with the vocabulary before and after it. He meant the speaker, also generated by the 
multiplicity of understanding of the offeree of the text received by, and is based on the 
multiplicity of this understanding on the interconnected foundations can not be separated from 
the meaning of lexical and semantic and grammatical, came this research entitled: 
((formations contextual and grammatical impact in determining the meaning)) indicating the 
importance of context in Disclosure of the desired grammatical meaning, which is divided into 
four demands. The first dealt with the three basic components of speech, which are: the lexical 
component, and it is concerned with the semantics of the single word. The grammatical 
component, which is a functional component specific to the language's means and formats in 
the structure of phrases. The contextual component of knowing the pattern of the verbal verb. 
The second requirement showed the significance of linguistic formation in a group of letters 
and tools, including prefixes and suffixes within the text, and some words of nouns and verbs 
whose meaning is manifested in themselves and in their context contained therein. The syntax 
reveals the truth of the meaning of the text, and the text concordant between its parsing and its 
meaning is the one that frees from interpretations and speculations, and the fourth requirement 
is concerned with a statement of the multiplicity of contextual formation as the meaning of the 
contextual composition is multiplied by its multiple readings. 
The most important results of the research are: 
1- The research proved that the meaning of the word and its expressive power in the   text in 
which it is mentioned does not come from its lexical meaning alone, but rather comes from the 
nature of the linguistic context in which it appears. 
2- The research mentioned the attempt of the ancients to explain the reason for changing the 
meaning of the word, through its locations, in view of the three basic components: the lexical 
component, the grammatical component, and the contextual component. 
3- The research indicated that the systems theory was present among the ancient  
.scholars, including Sibawayh, Ibn Jinni, and Al-Jurjani. 
4- The research showed that the order of words does not depend on their succession in 
pronunciation without prior to the sequence of their meanings in the mind. 
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
