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Abstract

Iraq is facing a dire water crisis due to the decrease in the
quantities and degradation in the qualities of the water reaching
its borders with the Tigris and Euphrates rivers, Iraq's water
position is even worsening due to several factors including the
continuous increase in the population size, the climate change
which made Iraq the fifth country in the world that affected
negatively according to UN report about most affected countries
with climate change, the implementation of hydrological projects
within the upstream part of the catchment and mismanagement
of water resources within Irag made the problem graver.

In case the situation remains as it is, lraq will experience
many problems in health, environment, economy, and security.
To solve the problem of water scarcity in Iraq, two parallel lines
of action are to be considered, the first one reach agreements
with riparian parties, and the second, develop a long—term
strategy to make consumption of water to its minimum, piacular

in agriculture sector by developing a plan that takes into
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consideration the possibility of reducing crops that consume a
lot of water .
