2. Literature Review

2.1 Pragmatics: Understanding Language in Context

Pragmatics in linguistics is the study of language beyond structure, which looks at the
application of language in real-life situations for meaning. It is thus the study of
language in context, looking at how individuals use language to reach their
communicative goals in any given context, taking into consideration aspects like
context, speaker intentions, social norms, and the suggested meaning of words and
sentences.

2.1.1 Foundational Theories

It will also be noted that a considerable proportion of theoretical work in the field of
pragmatics is anchored in a few well-established premises. Of them, Grice’s (1975)
theory of implicature has been proposed to assert that our understanding in
communication heavily relies on implicatures, or the jointly invoked conventions or
calculated inferences during communication. The maxims of quantity, quality,
relation, and manner as postulated by Grice also form a backdrop for the analysis on
how people convey meaning implicatively in a conversation,Another noteworthy
contribution to the development of the theory was also made by Grice in his maxims
of quantity, quality, relation and manner.,To further enhance the background
knowledge of how people convey meaning implicatively in a conversation ,another
work done by Grice come in handy

2.2 Pragmatic Principles

Pragmatics also encompasses several pragmatic aspects that involve the regulating of
usage of language. One of them is a principle by Grice called the Cooperative
Principle: it assumes that both parties to the communication situation are generally
friendly and inclined to provide information to one another. The Cooperative
Principle consists of four maxims: These are the principle of quantity, which asserts
that the speaker should try to talk as much as is necessary but not more, the principle
of quality where the speaker should avoid saying anything that is not the truth or
anything for which the speaker has no evidence as well as the principle of relation
which states that the speaker should aim at being relevant as well as the principle of
manner that the speaker should not use ambiguous language. These maxims were
explained and developed by Leech (1983) and they also provided the overall
background for the study of pragmatics. He formulated more maxims including the
politeness maxim that looks at how people devise ways of avoiding an opponent
conforming a face-threatening act.

2.3 Mechanisms of Pragmatic Interpretation

It studies the mechanisms by which speakers come to pragmatic interpretations of
language, including implicature, presupposition, and the role of context. Implicature,
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as discussed by Grice, involves derived meanings from what is explicitly stated.
Presupposition, on the other hand, is the taking for granted of certain background
information that should be true for an utterance to make sense.

Context is very essential in any pragmatic interpretation. In the widest sense, it
includes the linguistic context, that is, the words and sentences that surround a given
expression, and the situational context, that is, the physical and social setting. A
single sentence can be interpreted differently based on the context; it is in this way
that context is very important to gain pragmatic meaning.

So, in conclusion, pragmatics is a very important aspect in the study of linguistics
because it looks at how language is used contextually to pass information
appropriately. Therefore, taking implicature, presupposition, context, and many other
pragmatic principles into account, one is able to realize how language functions
beyond its surface structure.

Speech acts, originally coined by the philosopher J.L. Austin (1962) and further
worked upon by John Searle (1969), form the basics on which we stand to see how
language is being put to use in performing some sort of functions other than just for
conveying information. The paper provides an overview of the classification and the
significance of speech acts in linguistics and communication studies.

2.6.1 Classification of Speech Acts

In linguistics, speech acts refer to the actions performed through language, such as
requesting, promising, or apologizing. Introduced by J.L. Austin and later developed
by John Searle, the concept categorizes speech into three main types:

1. Locutionary Acts: These are the basic, literal utterances, where words and
sentences are combined to form coherent expressions.

2. lllocutionary Acts: These refer to the why of the speaker in words chosen and
arrangement of a particular sentence. A number of types can be distinguished
on the basis of illocutionary forces which are assertions, directives,
commissives, expressives, declarations or staking.

3. Perlocutionary Acts: These are the effect that the utterance has on the hearer,
the kind of understanding that is arrived at, emotional feeling, or result, such an
action.

2.6.2 Significance of Speech Acts

Speech acts are very important in our daily communication. They help us perform so
many things, such as making a request, giving a command, promising, declaring our
intentions, and expressing emotions, among others. Interpretation of the meaning of
the speech act goes beyond the literal content of the sentence.

In conclusion, speech acts are very important in the study of linguistics and
communication. They set the framework for the analysis of functionality in language
and the actualization of various kinds of communicative functions, and they shed
light on the complexity of meaning that emerges not directly from words or sentences
but from the act of speaking. Researchers still delve deeper into the subtleties of
speech acts to fully understand how language functions in different contexts.

2. Transcribing and Translating:

- the speeches chosen were to be transcribed word for word. Any non-verbal
activity involved was to be included (E.g. gestures, people's reactions).
3. Background Knowledge:

- personal information about the speakers was to be found out such as cultural and
social peculiarities. The context of the time and place in which the speech is given

- the historical event, addressees, and the aim of the speech were considered the
pre-requisites of the choice of the strategies in pragmatics.

3.4 Data Analysis:
In this analysis, we will focus on two aspects: the use of speech acts and linguistic
features in the speeches of Winston Churchill (representing British culture) and
Martin Luther King Jr. (representing American culture).
3.4.1 Speech Acts Analysis and Comparative Study - Martin Luther King Jr.

2. .Directives. (2/10): The directives are relatively few in this speech, as King is
merely aiming to enthuse and invigorate his audience with his 'dream.' Though
he continues to exhort hope and unity, the speech does not revolve around the
context of issuing of commands or requests.

3. Commissives (6/10): The speech commits to pursuing the dream of a united,
just America where individuals are judged by the content of their character
rather than the color of their skin. King's commitment to this vision is evident
throughout the speech.

4. Expressives (8/10): Expressives play a substantial role in King's speech, as he
passionately conveys the emotions and ideals central to the civil rights
movement. He expresses the collective aspirations, hopes, and emotions of the
marginalized communities, emphasizing the importance of justice, equality,
and unity.
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5. Declarations (1/10): There are minimal explicit declarations in the speech.
Instead, the focus is on inspiring and mobilizing the audience towards the
dream and vision of a more just society.

B. Winston Churchill's Speech:

In Winston Churchill's speech, delivered during World War 11, we encounter a

different set of speech acts that mirror the British leader's resolve and determination

in times of adversity.

- Directives: 7

- Commissives: 6

- Expressives: 10

- Declarations: 3

3. Directives (4/10)* Directives play a secondary role in the speech. Churchill, while
emphasizing the importance of resolve and defense, does not give specific commands
or requests to the audience.

4. Commissives (6/10): The address includes commitments to never surrender and to
keep fighting. The whole speech carries out the theme of Churchill's never-faltering
belief in victory.

5. Expressives (5/10): Churchill's expressives focus on the determination and unity of
the British people. In this case, emotions are obviously there but put forward in a
more reserved, typically British, way than King's passionate expressives.
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6. Declarations (2/10): There are few explicit declarations in Churchill's speech. The
focus is primarily on determination, defense, and the commitment to continue the
struggle.

3.5 Findings

As we observed in detail the speeches of Martin Luther King Jr. and Winston
Churchill, we attempted to gain insight into how pragmatics relates to intercultural
communication and carried out the comparative study on speech acts. Here, we
elaborate on our results and draw a more comprehensive conclusion.

A. Martin Luther King Jr.’s Speech

One of the key takeaways from Dr. Martin Luther King Jr.'s popular "I Have a
Dream" speech is the power of rhetoric and speech acts in the quest for social justice.

e Expressives (8/10): King’s speech is replete with expressives that resonate with
the audience on a deep emotional level.

Expressives play a pivotal role in conveying
the urgency and significance of his message.

e Assertives (7/10): Assertive speech acts are significant as they provide the
foundation for King’s dream. He asserts the belief that all men are created
equal, aligning his vision with the core principles of the United States. This
helps establish common ground with the American audience and reinforces his
commitment to a just society.

e Commissives (6/10): Commissives are prevalent in King’s speech, signifying
his commitment to the cause of civil rights. He pledges to continue the struggle
and expresses the commitment to see his dream realized. This commitment
resonates with the audience, inspiring them to join in the collective effort.

e Directives (2/10): Directives are less prominent in this speech. King’s focus is
not on issuing commands or requests but on motivating and inspiring his
audience. Nevertheless, his words serve as a directive of a different kind,
guiding the nation toward a more equitable future.

e Declarations (1/10): Declarations are minimal in King’s speech. Rather than
making declarations of change, King employs the power of rhetoric to inspire
change in the hearts and minds of his listeners. His words are a call to action
and a declaration of his unwavering commitment.

Winston Churchill’s Speech:

The speech of Winston Churchill, which was delivered in the height of World War I,
reveals a different set of speech acts which reflect the resolve and determination
needed in times of such crisis. Here are our findings:

e Assertives 8/10: Churchill expresses dominance at a rather high level, stating
the aggressive approach of the country. He comments speaking of wars in a
passionate tone claiming that there is the need for protection of the nation from
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the wartime hardship. And his language conveys the mood of one Prior, urging
the British to meet it.

e Commissives 6/10: Challenging speech act type is relatively well represented
in Churchill’s speech and includes commissives. He takes the oath that he
won’t give up and he will continue struggling for the win, which is crucial in
building character and setting determination in times of such a tremendous
adversity.

e Expressives 5/10: There are occasions of expressives in Churchill’s speech, but
they are in a comparably lower pitch and tone that you would expect from a
stereotypically passionate King. Churchill’s leaning is aptly on the resolve and
togetherness that the British people possess as a nation is an embodiment of the
British influences in the cultural aspects of British contractual pragmatics.

e Directives 4/10: It is in this speech that the directives are rather given an
insignificant role. In his speech, Churchill refers to tenacity and defense, but he
wholly does not control the audience in such factors. His directives are only
implicit in the insistence of hard work as the catch.

e Declarations 2/10: There are few promises in rhetor in the given speech of
Churchill. There’s a clear bias to purpose, shield, and stand to die for the
country which are unlike words declaration of intent of actions but
confirmations of purpose.

In our comparative analysis, we observe several key differences in the use of speech
acts between the two speeches:
e Assertives: Churchill’s speech exhibits slightly higher assertiveness compared
to King’s, reflecting the urgency of wartime and the need for resolute action.
e Directives: King’s speech features more directives compared to Churchill’s,
albeit at a minimal level. However, both speeches emphasize motivation and
inspiration over specific commands.
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e Commissives: Both speeches score similarly in commissives, with a
commitment to their respective visions. King commits to pursuing the dream of
a just America, while Churchill commits to never surrendering.

e Expressives: King’s speech significantly emphasizes expressives to convey the
emotional and idealistic aspects of the civil rights movement. Churchill’s
speech expresses determination and unity but in a more restrained British style.

e Declarations: Declarations are minimal in both speeches. King’s speech
focuses on inspiration, while Churchill’s speech emphasizes resolve and
defense.

Conclusion

Our deep study of the speech acts in the speeches by Martin Luther King Jr. and
Winston Churchill unveils different communication styles and cultural nuances
between American and British contexts. Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr.'s speech has a
passionate, emotionally charged style of communication. It expresses the cultural
American prominence of ideals, emotions, and adherence to principles. King's
expressive language attaches deep emotion to the issues of justice, equality, and
unity, making the audience realize their importance.

Churchill's speech boasts a firmer, more certain tone to get across British
communication, for, in the time of war, there is an urgency and necessary firmness of
the course of action.
