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Abstract 
The current research aims to identify the impact of the collective numbering 

strategy in developing the logical thinking of second-grade female students in the middle 
school and their motivation towards the subject of history. The research was applied to 
second-grade middle school students in Al-Safa School for Girls, which is affiliated with 
the General Directorate of Education for Al-Hamza Al-Sharqi in Al-Diwaniyah 
Governorate (2018-2019). The two research tools using logical thinking by (34) items of 
the type of multiple test, and the measure of motivation towards history, with (40) items. 
After applying the two tools, the results showed that there was a statistically significant 
difference at the level of significance (0.05) in favor of the experimental group students 
who studied according to the collective numbering strategy, and their superiority over the 
students of the control group who studied according to the usual method in developing 
logical thinking and motivation towards history  
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
