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Abstract 
    The monarchy according to the Greeks is an absolute monolithic system; It is based 
on the basis of the divine right in its various forms and degrees. But this political system 
- in the country of Greece in general and the city-state of Athena in particular - did not 
stop at this point, but this system began to lose its balance in the face of the successive 
blows directed at it by the aristocracy. And with them, developments began in the 
country of the Greeks, as the monarchy was abolished and the aristocratic system 
known as the autocratic rule was dissolved, and the king had a position devoid of 
powers and a temporary job like other functions of the state after he was stripped of all 
the powers that were attached to him and related to him, then came the system of tyrants 
that was characterized by individual rule and rule Democrat in the end.                                               
   This political development, which went through several stages, did not lose its 
republican character in its ideal form, which is represented by direct rule through the 
popular councils that appeared in the city-state of Athena. This system was known as 
the city-state system; For a small town, with its few inhabitants, is the best place to 
exercise this ideal type of government.            
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
