 He who enjoys the nationality of the state is called a patriot, he who 
does not enjoy the nationality of the state is called a foreigner, and he who 
enjoys full political and civil rights among the patriots is called the citizen, 
and whoever enjoys civil rights and does not enjoy all the political rights of 
the patriots is called the subjects, and naturalization is the common method of 
acquiring the subsequent nationality after birth and a grant sought It is not a 
required right, as it represents an expres
the nationality he enjoys and acquire another nationality, and every country is 
free to regulate its nationality and to determine its people and the people who 
want to obtain its nationality according to its higher interests and special 
circumstances without any interference from other countries, Because issues 
of nationality are considered acts of sovereignty, and it is a jurisdiction 
derived from public international law. This right was first recognized in 1923 
in the judgment issued by the International Court of Justice on the Franco-
English dispute over nationality decrees issued by France in Tunisia and 
Marrakesh, and this rule was also approved by the Hague Convention in 
Regulating nationality in 1930, but this freedom and power is not absolute, 
but rather is repudiated by several restrictions imposed by the interests of 

nationality in accordance with international conventions and norms and 
general principles established in nationality.       
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
