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Abstract: 
   To achieve this goal, the experimental method was launched, with the selection of an 
experimental design consisting of two experimental and control groups with partial 
control, based on a sample of (64) students distributed over (33) students in the 
experimental group and (31) in the control group. Their data was rewarded in several 
variables, including prior knowledge, intelligence, and the chronological age of the 
students,   
measured in months. 
   The researcher prepared a test to measure reflective thinking that consisted of (30) 
objective paragraphs of a multiple-choice type, whose validity and reliability were 
verified and then applied after the completion of the experimentation procedures that 
lasted a whole semester, and then the data was processed by means of a (T-test) for two 
independent samples.  
  The results showed that the experimental group outperformed the control group in the 
reflective thinking test scores.
