
                
        

 

Evaluating exam questions for the sixth grade literary according to 
quality standards during the years (2016 to 2018)

Abstract 
This research aims to evaluate the examination questions of the sixth grade 

literary according to the quality standards during the years (2016 to 2018), and to 
achieve the objectives of the research, a tool was designed to evaluate questions in light 
of the following criteria: comprehensiveness - conformity - technical aspects - cognitive 
levels: remembering, understanding, Application, analysis, synthesis, evaluation), and 
in order to identify the criteria prepared for the exam questions for the sixth grade 
literary, the frequency of each criterion in each year was calculated and arranged and 
the sum of each of the three axes (comprehensiveness - concordance - technical aspects) 
was calculated and it is clear from the research results that the focus of the technical 
aspect He obtained the highest percentage, and the match got the lowest percentage, and 
the cognitive levels were monitored and determined (remembering, understanding, 
application, analysis, synthesis, evaluation), and the results showed that remembering 
got the highest percentage, and we find that the questions of composition and evaluation 
were obtained. The lowest percentage, and thus we find that the majority of the focus of 
the questioners was on questions that need to be remembered, and this shows the 
irregularity in the proportion of the distribution in the questions. 
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
