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Abstract 
  The aim of the research was to find out the effectiveness of teaching in the Vale 
model in the thinking of Saber in fourth grade scientific students. To achieve the 
research objective, the following zero hypothesis was formulated  
Zero hypothesis: There was no statistically significant difference at the level of (0.05) 
between the average grade of students of the fourth grade of the experimental group 
who were taught the Vale model and the average grade of students of the fourth grade 
of the control group who were taught according to the usual method of thinking scale 
Saber  
  The experimental group was designed with a partial control of the experimental and 
control groups, with the post-test of the previous thinking. The experimental group 
was subjected to the Vale meditative model, while the control group was subjected to 
teaching according to the usual method. The research community represented all 
fourth grade students for the academic year - , The research sample was 
composed of (75) female students from Al-Oroba Preparatory School with (38.37) 
students for the experimental and control groups respectively. The researcher 
conducted equivalence between the students of the two research groups in variables 
(age, intelligence, thinking) The researcher prepared plans for both groups by (24) 
plans for each group. A sample of them was presented to a number of arbitrators for 
verification before starting the teaching according to them. The research tool was 
represented by the previous thinking scale. Based on three skills (understanding of the 
concept, interpretation of information, application of principles), the three-age style of 
Likart was adopted in a final form of 30 paragraphs divided equally on the three main 
skills. The The stability of the scale was carried out in an internal consistency method 
using the Alpha kronbach equation. The stability coefficient was according to the 
Alkronbach equation (0.81). The experiment was applied for the period (1/3/2018) 
until /5/2018. The researcher used the Statistical Bag of Social Sciences (20-Spss) 
and the Microsoft Excel program in the processing of data. After the statistical 
analysis, the researcher reached the superiority of the students of the experimental 
group on the students of the control group in the previous thinking scale, The results 
of the research recommended the possibility of teaching according to the model Vale 
contemplative teaching Dah Biology, as well as the training of teachers according to 
him, because of its positive impact in raising the level of thinking of the students and 
Sounding also suggested conducting similar studies of current research in
