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Abstract 

Personal status issues occupy a special importance at the level of international 
private relations, due to their connection to the lives of individuals and the consequent 
emergence of new legal centers for them with regard to their personal status and status 
in terms of marriage, divorce, paternity and paternity relations and other issues. 
In view of the increase in the number of Iraqis abroad, which has made the emergence 
of legal centers abroad and they are intended to be recognized in Iraq, by requesting 
the implementation of foreign judicial rulings before Iraqi courts. The application of 
the personal status law of the state whose territory the foreign judgment is required to 
be implemented on the subject of the case as the law of the husband, or as the non-
recognition of the applicable law of divorce by unilateral will known in Islamic 
countries and not acceptable in European countries, for example, and the non-
recognition of it entails a great danger in terms of disruption of the legal positions of 
individuals Cross-border and what these relations represent, especially their relation to 
issues of solution and sanctity, which prompts us to shed light on the problematic 
raised by the concept of public order in the implementation of foreign judgments and 
the impact of pushing it on the implementation of those provisions. 
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
