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Abstract 
   The aim of this research  is to identify the effect of (( Active hand strategy ))on 
reading comprehension among second grade students. 
   Researcher determined experimental design with a partial tuning ,that is the design of  
the control group with later test. The research sample consisted of (77) students  made 
up of   second  grade students at (Al-NOGOOM) Secondary School for boys  which  
belong to the ( Directorate of Education  in the province of Babylon), and randomized 
into two groups ((38)) students in the experimental group and (( 39 ))students in the 
control group , researcher had teaches experimental group using the  strategy of 
((Active Hand))  and had teaches  the control group in the usual way.  
  Researcher equated between the two sets of search in variables (age - calculated in 
months , educational attainment for fathers , educational attainment  for mothers and   
scours for pupils   for the Arabic reading lesson for the previous year ).  
   The researcher determined  the topics that will be examined during the period of the 
test as (6 units  of the reading book which Scheduled to be implemented  for the pupils 
in secondary  second  grade at the academic year ( 2018-2019 ) , researcher  coined (75) 
behaviorally target depending on Bloom's classification of the Knowledge field. The 
test started at the first semester 1/11/2018 and its ended in 20/12/2018.Its last for 7 
weeks as 2 classes weekly  for each group . In light of the result, the researcher 
concluded  
   (( Active hand strategy)) has a positive impact on reading comprehension among 
second-grade students, as it is more effective than the usual method.
